           RULES & ENTRY GUIDELINES 
 
What are the rules? 

• No entry fee. 
• No purchase necessary. 
• Open to Utah kids in grades 3, 4, 5, and 6th   in public, private or home school. 

 
What do I win?  

• There will be twelve 1st place winners, 3 from each grade. Each first place winner will receive an iPod Nano and 
their artwork will be published in the Recycling Coalition of Utah’s “I Can Make A Difference” 2010 
Calendar.  

• There will be twelve 2nd place winners, 3 from each grade. Each second place winner will receive a backpack.  
 
What are the poster criteria? 

• To be eligible, each entrant must submit an image or design to the Poster Contest. 
• Entry must be drawn depicting the “I Can Make A Difference” theme.  
• Entries cannot contain any material that is defamatory or offensive to any person. 
• Entrants work cannot violate intellectual property, privacy, publicity, or other proprietary rights of any person or 

company. 
• All entrants (parent of legal guardian of entrants under 18 years of age) must assign all Copyright and other 

rights in their poster entry to the sponsors by signing the application form -- on submission, art work becomes the 
property of Recycling Coalition of Utah, and will not be returned to the artist. 

• Each artist may submit one poster.  
• Entrant supplies all artistic materials -- paper, crayons, pencils, markers, ink, brushes, paint, etc. 
 

What are the art guidelines? 
• All entries must be entrants' original work -- the entry is the work of an individual artist. 
• Entries are flat (one-dimensional), no pasted, glued, stapled or otherwise adhered items. 
• Entries are drawn using pencils, crayons, markers, ink, paint or other media. 
• Entries cannot use trademarks or company logos, computer-generated artwork, traced images, pages from 

coloring books, or from Internet websites. 
• Entries are on white paper measuring 8 1/2 inches by 11 inches with a 1/2-inch border on all four sides -- the 

actual artwork is 7 1/2 inches by 10 inches.  
• All pictures should be HORIZONTAL. 



 
How do I enter?  

• The Poster Contest begins April 1, 2009 and ends June 1, 2009. 
• Entries must be received by 5:00 p.m. Monday, June 1st 2009 to be eligible.

How are the winners selected? 

• Artwork will be judged by a Contest Committee through the Recycling Coalition of Utah.  
• The decisions of the judges will be final. 

 
How will I know if I have won?  

• Winners will be notified by mail on or before August 15th.  
• By accepting the prize, each winner agrees that the sponsors may post winner's name on a list of winners and 

may use winner's name, poster, school and grade information for the purpose of advertising, or promotion 
purposes without further compensation. 

• Specifically, winning entrants agree and acknowledge that their name, school and grade will be placed on an 11 
inch by 17 inch calendar along with the 11 other winning entrants and that this calendar will receive extensive 
distribution, including possible placement on the websites of Recycling Coalition of Utah and associated 
sponsors.
